AGREEMENT

The following is an agreement between Football Education Nordic AB T/A Coerver Coaching Nordic ORG NR 556672-4521 situated at Furumovagen 6, Ånge, 84133, Sweden (hereinafter named Coerver)
And Strindheim Idrettslag, the football division, P.O. Box 1406, N-7444 Trondheim, Org # 974406993 (hereinafter named Strindheim): 

1. PROGRAMME DELIVERY
a) Coerver shall supply required number of certified coaches able to provide the high quality football education program know globally a “Coerver Coaching”

b) At start-up of the coaching programme, Coerver shall point out/review the coaching principles on which the programme is based.

c) Coerver shall successively provide status overviews of the coaching conducted.

d) If requested, Coerver shall (as a part of a discussion group) recommend players, over the age of 12, that Strindheim could nominate for participation to selection to district teams.

e) Coerver shall deliver a summary and homework to each group of players at the completion of each training session, and make this available on Strindheim’s website. 

2. TRAINING TIMES

a) Coerver shall start the modular training program in week 17, 2009 and will run for a total of 16 weeks.(8 weeks in the spring and 8 weeks in the autumn)

b) Coerver shall have 2 groups training simultaneously each day (Monday – Thursday) training at the flowing times:

c) Coerver shall liaise with Strindheim if training times are going to be conflicted due to matches, schools trips etc.

d) Coerver and Strindheim agree to re-arrange with at least disruption to players development as possible should the need to change, postpone any training due to the above reasons

3. PARTICIPANTS
a) Players from Strindheim are eligible to participate in the Coerver coaching program.

b) Strindheim has indicated that the total number of participants in the Coerver coaching program will be not less than 350.

c) Coerver has made a special price for the above participants of 900 nk per player (starting in 2010, the price shall remain 800 nk per player during 2009) 
d) Should the number of players change, the overall price for the program will either increase or decrease by 900 nk (800 nk during 2009) in the relevant direction, to a number not lower or equal to 350 participants.

e) It is the responsibility of Strindheim to ensure that all players participating in the Coerver coaching program are registered players of the Norwegain Football Association and hold relevant insurance through the Norwegian Football Association.
4. TRAINING FACILITY

a) Strindheim shall provide training facilities (including 7-a-side goals) that are adequate to sustain a high level of technical training for the participating players.

b) Coerver will provide other training equipment that is needed for the delivery of the Coerver Coaching program.

5. PAYMENT
a)
Strindheim shall pay Football Education Nordic AS at total of 315 000 NOK per year (280 000 NOK in 2009). A condition for this payment is that 350 players participate. 

If the number of players is higher than 350, the amount shall be increased by 900 NOK per player above 350 (800 NOK in 2009). If the amount of players is less than 350, the amount will be fixed to 315 000 NOK per year (280 000 NOK in 2008).

           b)
Payment shall be made in 8 x monthly instalments of NOK 39 375 (35000 nk in 2009) during the period from April to November each year. The amount shall be adjusted to the number of participants as mentioned above.

c) The due day date is the 15th of each month. The first instalment falls due on 15th April 2009.

d) In case of overdue payment, Strindheim shall pay the statutory interest on overdue payments in force at any time.

e) In case of material non-payment, this agreement may be terminated with immediate effect. Material non-payment shall always be considered as having occurred in case of non-payment 30 days after the due date.

6. DEFECTIVE PERFORMANCE
a) Strindheim assumes responsibility for having expressed its requirements and coaching programme needs in a clear manner, as basis for Coerver’s services.

b) Coerver is not liable for damages that are not due to gross negligence or intent on Coerver’s part.

7. COMPLAINTS
a) After start-up of the coaching programme, Strindheim shall, without undue delay and no later than 14 days from any defective performance became apparent, complain in writing if Strindheim wishes to invoke deficiencies in the programme. If such complaint is not made in due time, the right to invoke the deficiency shall lapse.

8. COMMENCEMENT AND TERM 

a) This agreement shall apply from the date of signature and shall run for five (5) consecutive years. The agreement shall nevertheless be renegotiated at the end of each year, with a view to the number of participants. Any changes following from this assessment shall take effect from and including the 2010 season. The programme for the 2009 season will thus be bound by the other provisions of this agreement.

b) At the end of this five-year period, in the autumn of 2013, the agreement shall either be renegotiated for another four-year period or be terminated.

c) The agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior agreements in connection with the subject matter thereof.

d) The validity of this agreement depends on Football Education Nordic AB’s maintaining its license agreement with Coerver Coaching. If the license agreement between Football Education Nordic AB and Coerver Coaching should cease during the term of this agreement, Strindheim shall be entitled to terminate the agreement.

9. CHANGES OR MODIFICATIONS
a) Any changes or modifications to this agreement shall be included as an annexe to the agreement and be signed by both parties. Changes or modifications to the agreement are invalid if this procedure has not been followed.
10. VALIDITY
a) This agreement is valid when signed by authorised persons acting on behalf of the parties.
11. FORCE MAJEURE

a) If the performance of this agreement is wholly or partly hindered, or to a material extent rendered difficult by circumstances outside the parties’ control, the parties’ obligations shall be suspended, to the extent these circumstances are relevant, for as long as this situation continues. Such circumstances include any situation which would be deemed to be force majeure under Norwegian law. However, either party may terminate the agreement with one month’s notice if the force majeure situation makes it particularly burdensome for the party in question to uphold this agreement.

12. DISPUTES – VENUE

a) Any disagreement shall be resolved pursuant to Norwegian law. The parties adopt Trondheim District Court as venue.

13. COPIES
a) This agreement shall be drawn up in two – 2 – original copies, one for each party.
